The Minutes of the joint Fareham & Gosport DARG and Gosport Working Group on the 25th March 2008 were passed as a true and accurate of what took place
Matters Arising:

The Information Sharing Day funded by GOSE was due to take place in July or possible September – please pass on your ideas, themes and preferred speakers to Lawrence by the end of June 

Gosport Community Safety Partnership Plan – Jamie O’Reilly

Jamie talked about the new 3 year CSP Plan to tackle crime and antisocial behaviour, by analysing patterns of crime and anti social behaviour to provide informed recommendations to partnership action groups and apply to meet the aims of the strategy 
There is still time to contribute to this process. Jamie asked Lawrence to email draft plan to members of the DARG for comments, back by 18th June 2008 Action: Lawrence 

Jamie also talked about the changes in funding – for this year, the way funding is allocated will remain the same, but next year the formulae will change. 

Applications for funding for local services/projects have been confirmed this year     

The CSP have agreed to provide funding to the Working Group for an Aftercare workshop in July 

Workshop
Jamie gave an update on the Peninsula Project
Hampshire Alcohol Strategy/Funding – Mike Webb (Hampshire DAAT):

Mike gave an overview PSA 25 the Local Area agreement consisting of the following aims reduce the harms caused by drugs and alcohol to:

· the community as a result of associated crime, disorder and anti-social

behaviour;

· the health and well-being of those who use drugs or drink harmfully; and

· the development and well-being of young people and families.
Actions will be underpinned by relevant Strategies on drugs and alcohol
Mike also informed the meeting of the Alcohol Arrest Referral Scheme in Andover, which will be a pilot project 6 months – secure funding for a further 6 months.  

Neil Luckett informed the meeting on the Alcohol Commissioning Plan for investment in brief intervention services: 
Neil outlined elements of the 10 Point Plan including:

1. Training: Alcohol/Drugs nurses/A&E/HCSW

2. Service Delivery

3. Brief Intervention in prisons – alongside drug agencies.

4. Referrals coming from prison, occupational settings. 

5. Rushmoor: good setting for this intervention – risk of vascular health/ GP/Nurses to move them on for brief interventions.

6. A&E setting : Behaviour Change

7. Basingstoke (Hamp PCT)

Action Plan : Alcohol Flagship 10 point plan was handed out to everyone. 

He reminded everyone that the Adult Service delivery is not for Young Persons. 

Request from the meeting for Neil and Mike to consider setting up a pilot   alcohol arrest referral scheme/ Brief intervention in the Tier 2 service in the local area
