Feedback from the Hampshire DAAT Alcohol Day – Mike Webb
Mike Webb gave his feedback from the Hampshire DAAT Substance Misuse Innovation Day held at Winchester on 13th March 09.    A print out of the ‘Strategic Review of Substance Misuse Services’ presentation was handed out and read through

From the day Innovators and provider teams were invited to submit proposals and concept papers by 1st April and Mike would get back to those with a decision phase and which bids have been successful.  

He is at present writing a development plan looking at 10 bids up to £4,000 

Information Sharing Day 6th March
Sue Vigar gave a feedback from the day.
A report will be ready by the end of this week.  

Good representation, including 4 police intelligence officers 

John Winter looked at changes in the legislation and the disposal of drugs, for example confiscated drugs cannot be put down the toilet now, but would have to be given to a police constable.

Information sharing protocols were discussed, particularly around barriers 

Richard Pike asked how this would affect relationships with clients and was told that information sharing is an opportunity not a must. Passing on intelligence can benefit all stakeholders.

Sue Vigar raise concerns over arrests being made outside the needle exchange service at Spotlight in Fareham which breaches national protocols.
Action: LT to bring up at the Partnership meeting the need to follow national guidance about protecting service users accessing needle exchange and the need to ensure confidentiality and harm reduction

Service Users & Carers Empowerment Officer Hampshire DAAT.
Richard Pike talked about his personal history and how he got to where he is today.  He has now been in post now for 5 weeks after working at PUSH for 3 years now with 20 volunteers.
At present he is looking at what the strategic planning. The agenda is about how and when service users are going to be included in service delivery.  
Service users and carers’ needs are to be valued.  

Advocacy needed for service users in the twin boroughs.  

On the 15th April in Fareham & Gosport, Richard is bringing together a group called 
‘Rights for service users and carers to be involved’  

The budget for service user involvement is c £8,000.  

Barry Cooley commented there is a strong service user involvement coming in from Spotlight, however it is in need of new blood and enthusiastic people.    
Leah White commented on the need for translators and BME Service User Group.  
HMP Winchester CARATs (Counselling Advice Referral Assessment Throughcare) Lisa Jackson told the meeting about the service, including the staff and referral process and what the service offers to prisoners. 
Staffed by 5 prison officers

1:1 support, referral programmes linking to DIP.

Completion 1,190 target 1,200

AA & NA attend

CA to come in again

Family mornings: good opportunity to invite family members and children to view the prison.  

Parent Support Link and DIP service have been invited to visit.  

700 prisoners have detoxed on Methadone.

Services are welcome to come in to the prison to educate the prisoners of what support is out there.  This is a 20 min. slot every 5 weeks.  Anyone interested in this go get in touch with Lisa Jackson.  
The Portsmouth City Primary Care Trust has a new ‘Alcohol Worker’ to provide support for users of alcohol.  

Barry Cooley is interested in giving housing issues advice to the prisoners -   Advised that open days, family mornings and agency visits are the appropriate way to do this - to make contact with CARATS to arrange this.  
Agency Feedback

Avalon Centre
Tracey Reed told the meeting that since the new move to Fareham Health Centre in January, things appear to be working well with a full compliment of staff.   There has been positive feedback from Service Users stating the location is more accessible with a bus now running to satellite areas across Gosport.
It is planned there will be an Open Day in the near future.  Tracey will let everyone know when this is going to be launched.  There are 300 clients in treatment at the moment with case loads coming down, therefore more 1 :1 time for the service users. No waiting time 
Hampshire Police Drugs Intelligence Officer
Dermot McBride informed everyone that there is a strange colour of a ‘speed’ type drug on the ‘street’, which is being tested by the police at the moment.  
Action: Dermot to ensure the police website has a link to the DARG website

Parent Support Link
Jenny Braham gave information on people affected by drug use within the family.  This service is based in Southampton. The service has grandparents’ drop in groups, evening and day time groups, 1 :1 sessions.

Agencies can come along to the Hampshire Carers Forum to share their support.  The next one is 15th April at the NTA offices Guildford.  

More information is needed for minority groups, prison groups, drug awareness sessions at school.
